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`NUTCRACKER COSTUMES            BY KATINA FINKS 

 

The first day of handing out fabric and information went 
great!  Thanks to Chris Tincher, Diane Stulman, and all of my 
wonderful coordinators!  Below there may be specific things 
regarding your part and costume so please read the whole 
thing!  Included in this newsletter also are the names of your 
coordinators, the pattern numbers and the prices for the 
costume supplies. 
 
 If you did not get a chance to pay for your fabric and other 
materials last week please see Diane Stulman at off-ice to 
pay this week.  Then take your receipt to your coordinator to 
pick up your fabric.  We can only accept checks at this time, 
and we will not hand out fabric until it is paid for.  
 
 I have been asked if the prototypes will be available for 
viewing each week.  I will be giving the prototypes to the 
children they belong to at the third practice.  Therefore,  it is 
a great idea to bring a camera to off-ice practice to take a 
picture of the prototype to see exactly how stones are placed 
for future reference.  Also, snowflakes, flowers, and 
harlequins need to bring tracing paper to trace pattern pieces 
that are altered so that your costume looks the same as the 
rest of the group. Hint, wax paper works the best! 
 
 If you have a teacake costume (the cake, leotard, and hat)or 
a soldier hat please bring it to off-ice and give it to Katina 
Finks!  I received 2 teacakes last Sunday without a leotard.  
We need the leotards back as well.  These are club owned 
costumes and we really need to get these back!  We are in 
serious need of party dresses!  If you have a party dress that 
you cannot use this show, please label it with your name and 
asking price and bring it to off-ice to give it to Chris Tincher or 
Andrea Smolen.   
 
Please remember that from time to time Pat may change how 
she wants a costume to look.  This means she may add 
something or take it away from the costume.  This is a work in 
progress, so please be patient and remember your 
coordinator is a volunteer :) 
         
 Your costume coordinator is the first stop for information 
regarding your costume.  If your costume coordinator does 
not know the answer she will find it out.  Please check with 
her each week for updates, read the newsletter, and check 
your email.  Hopefully your coordinator contacted you via 
email this week to introduce themselves, if not you will meet 
her today and will be having future email contact with her.   
Your coordinator will have instructions on how the pattern is 
altered to go along with the pattern instructions you 
purchase.  Please make sure you follow the instructions 

because all the costumes need to look alike.  Even stone 
placement is important so please follow directions :)  Please 
remember each child is to have only the approved costume 
for each part for the show.  If they do not have the approved 
costume they will not take the ice for the show!  
         
Harlequin dolls- Please return your mask to your coordinator 
or Katina Finks so it can be altered.  Pat would like the eye 
holes bigger and rhinestones on them.  Also, please see your 
coordinator to trace the pattern pieces needed to alter your 
pattern. 
Snowflakes- Please see your coordinator to trace the pattern 
pieces needed to alter your pattern. 
Flowers- Please see your coordinator to trace the flower 
petal. 
Spanish- Please see your coordinator to pick up rhinestones 
for your costume.

Please do 
not wait to purchase your patterns till the last minute.  If you 
have to have the store order it or if you order online it could 
take a few weeks.  So try to get them as soon as possible.

As you noticed last week, during the on-ice rehearsal for 
Nutcracker we had some limited space on the ice (due to the 
frames.)  However, hopefully you noticed that last week we 
were able to run some of the Glide with Pride classes.  This 
week we will try again to hold Glide with Pride classes.  And 
yes I promise we will definitely run the pinks and the 
purple colors!    

 Please continue to help your skaters listen for when their 
color is called.  And remember the instructors are wearing 
colored scarves to make it easier to identify the classes.  As a 
reminder the order (from lower to higher) of the colors is: 

Red, Blue, Green, Yellow, Light Pink, Dark Pink, Light Purple, 
Dark Purple, Orange & Turquoise  

In light of Nutcracker rehearsal we will need to ask everyone 
for additional flexibility.  We need to accommodate both the 
numbers that the skaters are in and the numbers that the 
instructors are in.  If there is any conflict, the NUTCRACKER 
rehearsal takes priority.  We only have a few weeks of on-ice 
practice.  It is easier for us to rearrange our schedule than 
for Ms. Pat and the other choreographers to rearrange the 
show practice.   

 We are targeting testing of the Glide with Pride classes in 
early November.
