Tickets are now available, as are flyers which we
will distribute, so please start "advertising" show.

5) Attention. Please pay attention to the newsletter which
gives deadlines for things like turning in your Friends and
Family forms so your skater can be included in the show
program. The newsletter will let you know in a few weeks how
to order flowers to congratulate your skater on show weekend
and so on.

6) Check. Please check out the entire newsletter, our club
bulletin board at the rink, things posted at off and on ice
practice, the website, and emails sent to our group. If you do
this, you will be informed for sure!

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NUTCRACKER COSTUMES

The coordinators and | have shared a lot of information with
you the last 2 Sundays. You have been able to view the
prototypes twice and ask questions. With that being said, it is
up to you to ensure you have a seamstress to sew if you
cannot sew it yourself. For many of you it is your first time,
you may need to re-evaluate if this is something you can
handle. Our job as coordinators is not to teach you how to
sew your costume, but to deliver the information. We can
answer general questions like, what is the pattern number,
which view do | use, which side of the fabric do | use, and so
on. But we do not have the time tell you what size to make
your child@ costume, how to fit the pattern to your child@
size, help you cut out your child@ costume, teach you how to
put in princess seams, and tell you how to sew stretch fabric.
If you cannot do these things yourself you will need to hire a
seamstress. It takes a lot of time to fit a pattern. It takes
measuring the child and then measuring and adjusting the
pattern to cut it out. This sometimes can take up to an hour.
Please do yourself a favor and hire a seamstress if you do not
know how to do this. The coordinators are volunteers and
are not trained to do the job of a seamstress. Please see your
coordinator for any questions; that is what they are there for!
Your costume coordinator is the first stop for information
regarding your costume. If your costume coordinator does
not know the answer, she will find it out. Please check with
her each week for updates, read the newsletter, and check
your email.

This is the last Sunday | will be carrying prototypes back and
forth to the rink. | will be giving the prototypes to the
children they belong to. Please take your pictures so you
have them for future reference! Also, snowflakes, flowers,
and harlequins need to bring tracing paper to trace pattern
pieces that are altered so that your costume looks the same
as the rest of the group. Hint, wax paper works the best!

| have been asked about hair for show. | will post, no later
than the week before dress rehearsal, how they are to wear
their hair for show. As a reminder we like the make-up to be
heavier than normal so that the lights do not wash out your
child. We want to see all their beautiful faces!!! | know it
may look crazy up close to see your child with all that make-
up on but they will need it when the spotlights shine on
them. Blue or brown eye shadow is recommended, heavy
blush and red lipstick. | recommend the long last kind that
sets and does not wipe off when touched. This makes it less
likely to rub off on costumes! Covergirl long last lipstick in the
shade ever dye red is a great pick!

If you have a teacake costume, a party dress, soldier hat,
chinese costume, or red party guest child dress please bring
it to off-ice and give it to the appropriate coordinator!
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Harlequin dolls- Please return your mask to your coordinator
or Katina Finks so it can be altered. Pat would like the eye
holes bigger and rhinestones on them. Also, please see your
coordinator to trace the pattern pieces needed to alter your
pattern.

Snowflakes- Please see your coordinator to pick up sequins
and to trace the pattern pieces needed to alter your pattern.
Flowers- Please see your coordinator to trace the flower
petal.

Spanish- Please see your coordinator to pick up rhinestones
for your costume.
