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NUTCRACKERCOSTUMES

| saw some costumes on the ice this week and they look
great! Things seem to be coming together nicely. LetQ
continue to work together, and follow the proper protocol,
to make things run smoothly. This means to contact your
costume coordinator with questions. If they don't know the
answer they will find out for you. Their names are in the
newsletter every week and they have contacted you by
email so you have their email addresses.

Please also read the newsletter every week for updates! We
still need a teacake and a Chinese costume! Please dig in
your closets and bring in these old costumes. If you do not
have a party dress please pay and pick up fabric to make
one. There are many that didn't pick up last week. It is
difficult to carry the fabric back and forth waiting for it to be
picked up, so please come by and get it.

Please remember that it was your job to find a seamstress
when you signed the contract to be in the Nutcracker. If you
need help with this please contact your coordinator.

Please make sure you forward all costume details to your
seamstress. There will be updates and changes to costumes
and they need to be aware. It is not the coordinators job to
contact your seamstress with details and update them. My
advice would be to forward them the written instructions
from the first email you received from your coordinator with
the alteration of the pattern. Then anything else that evolves
from there you will need to forward to the seamstress as
well. This goes for added pattern pieces that need to be
traced. You wil need to trace them and then get them to
your seamstress. Again it is not the job of the coordinator
to track down your seamstress with this info.

All the prototypes have been given to their owners. We gave
three practices to have them available for viewing and
pictures. At this time, if you have a question please ask your
coordinator. All coordinators sent out via email written
instructions, some with pictures. Please check your email
for reference.

| have been asked about hair for show. | will post this at a
later date, no later than the week before dress rehearsal,
how they are to wear their hair for show. As a reminder we
like the make-up to be heavier than normal so that the lights
do not wash out your child. We want to see all their
beautiful faces!!! | know it may look crazy up close to see
your child with all that make-up on but they will need it
when the spotlights shine on them. Blue or brown eye
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shadow is recommended, heavy blush and red lipstick. |
recommend the long last kind that sets and does not wipe
off when touched. This makes it less likely to rub off on
costumes! Covergirl long last lipstick in the shade ever dye
red is a great pick!
