We know your are excited about costumes but, Please be 
patient!  We will get the coordinator info to you as soon as 
possible.  In the mean time please be looking at hiring a 
seamstress if you do not sew.  You do not want to wait till the 
last minute to ask someone because they might be busy!  
Make sure your seamstress is comfortable sewing with stretch 
fabrics.  All show costumes are made out of stretch fabric.   
  

SOLOISTS: 
Questions about costumes need to be directed to Katina not 
Miss Pat!  Please see Katina by October 25th with design 
sketches!   No one is to start sewing a costume until approval is 
given for your design.  If you are not wearing the approved 
costume you will not take the ice for show! 
  
Costumes we are re-using: 
If you have a party dress you are unable to use this year, please 
bring it to your group coordinator on the first off-ice rehearsal 
with your name and asking price on it.  If you have a Tea cake 
please bring it to the first rehearsal to be passed on!  We will 
also be re-using the soldier hats so please bring them in as 
well.  
  
Please remember each child is to have only the approved 
costume for each part for the show.  If they do not have the 
approved costume they will not take the ice for the show!
