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NUTCRACKER COSTUMES

We are giving the Nutcracker a new look! This year there
will be a lot of new costumes. The only costumes we will be
re-using are Party Guest Youth and Tea Cakes. So that
means all other costumes will be new! How
exciting! Usually once the cast list is posted we (l) get a ton
of questions on costumes!! This year, we are trying
something new and | have provided early sketches to go
along with each part when the cast list is posted. These
designs were created with our artistic director and may very
well change slightly but we thought a sneak peek would give
you a sense of where things are headed. Since it is still early,
we do not know what we can purchase "off the shelf"; what
fabric may or may not be available etc....

We are getting our costume coordinators lined up and the
names of the coordinators will be posted in the newsletter
as soon as we can. Each child is to have only that approved
costume for each part for the show. It is the responsibility of
the parents of each skater to obtain the information needed
for making the costume from their costume coordinator
once assigned. This means each week you should
check with your coordinator to find out any new details.

You may sew the costume yourself or hire a seamstress. It
isthe parentQresponsibility to find a seamstress.
Information about seamstresses within the club can be
obtained from your coordinator. All details about the
costumes will be given at the first off-ice rehearsal so please
check with your coordinator. Also sometimes there will be
group specific updates in the newsletter about costumes so
please check that each week as well. Please plan to
accompany your child to the first off-ice rehearsal to pay for
and pick up your fabric. Fabric needs to be paid for by check
made out to CFSC.

Again, we are sharing information very early this year and it
is our hope that it answers some questions. However, we ask
for your patience as the show committee continues to work
through the details at which time your costume coordinator
will be in touch.

Mandatory dress rehearsal is Sunday, December 8th
Show dates are Saturday, December 12th, and Sunday,

There are two shows (afternoon/evening) each day and
exact times are being finalized.

Our Off-ice practices will be held at The Other Barn (the
teen center) between 1pm and 5pm. It is located on the
opposite of Super Fresh from the rink and is the white
building closest to the rink. Off -ice is followed by On-ice
practices at the rink starting 5:15 PM. We encourage you to
keep your Sunday afternoons open once practice starts,
because Off-ice practice schedules can vary and do change
based on progress as we draw closer to the big day. We will
make every effort to post the schedule as soon as possible
each week and will only change as necessary (but it does
happen!).

In the weeks to come, many committees will start meeting
together to discuss show publicity, costumes, props,
scenery, ticket sales and more. Your board ambassador
and/or show committee heads will be contacting you very
soon to encourage you to get involved.
