FROM THE PRESIDENT

Dear Skaters and Families: 
 
Hope this newsletter finds you relaxed 

and surrounded by friends and family over this Thanksgiving 
weekend.   
 
 As incredible as it may seem this Sunday we are back on task 
with both off and on ice scheduled.  Please check the 
schedules closely so you can be on time for both your off ice 
and on ice group.  If you have a costume ready, let your 
skater wear it to practice in so they get comfortable skating in 
it, but be mindful of drinks and food.    

What should you expect this week?  Well this week Ms. Pat 
will not be in attendance as she is enjoying time with her 
family out of town so Ms. Nichole will be substituting and of 
course, Martha and Melissa will be available.  Given the 
hockey tournament this past weekend all of our scenery was 
put away so we will practice the COMPLETE ACT 2 in SHOW 
ORDER first which gives the crew time to set up the ice again.  
Act 2 will be followed by finale (just like show!).  We will then 
do ACT 1 (pond/party scene).  Remember on 12/6 (Next 
Sunday) there will be both off and on ice rehearsal and on ice 
is DRESS Rehearsal.  Then it is show time.   While this week 
skaters can be on the ice practicing and warming up please be 
aware that for Dress Rehearsal skater should come in 
costume and remain in the warming room until their group is 
called to the ice.  Locker rooms assignments will be available 
for dress rehearsal so skaters should be prepared to change 
costumes as necessary!   

How can you help if you don't already have a job to do?   We 
will need the brown paper cut to cover windows; we will be 
in the 'crawl space' pulling out all the nutcracker props to 
ensure we have everything, there is plenty of stage crew 
work and there is several Costume head/hair pieces that 
need to be made.   People will be selling tickets, taking orders 
for flowers and working on publicity ideas.  Just jump in 
somewhere, anywhere!!!  The volunteer board will be back 
up to ensure we have coverage for key things for Dress 
Rehearsal and Show Weekend.   

 If you have questions, PLEASE ask! Between board 
members/ambassadors, veteran families, show directors 

etc.... someone will be able to help.   

 Also, please remember that everyone working on show is a 
volunteer and should be treated respectfully as they work 
with you to address an issue or concern.  All of us are busy 
and balancing a lot and if everyone maintains perspective and 
open communication it will alleviate anxiety and ensure that 
all participants in the show and behind the scenes have fun!  
Remember, show is for and about the skaters and working 
together will ensure a positive outcome for all.

Dress Rehearsal information  

¶ Every skater is asked to use a laundry basket 

(instead of their skating bag) to carry their items into 

the warming room during dress rehearsal and 

shows. Laundry baskets can easily be lined up to 

maximize space, and can be stacked if necessary. 

Costume changes can get very hectic at times, and

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NUTCRACKER COSTUMES          BY KATINA FINKS 

 
Costumes - Katina Finks: 
Please have the kids start wearing their costumes as soon 
as they are finished so that they get used to skating in 
them.    Please remember the eating and drinking rules 
apply whenever the costumes are worn.  This means only 
pretzels, carrots, cheese sticks, and water are to be eaten in 
that costume.  Please make sure your child eats messy 
foods before the costume goes on. 
  
 As promised the hair specifications for dress rehearsal and 
show are below.  Please make every effort to have your hair 
and make-up done for dress rehearsal.      
  
Hair specifications:  
All Party Guests- the same hair as your second act part 
Mice- low ponytail (or low bun for flowers) and headpiece 
Soldiers- low ponytail and soldier hat 
Snowflakes- low bun with headpiece 
Spanish dancers - low bun with rose 
Arabians- low ponytail with headpiece 
Chinese dancers- two buns with hair ties 
Teacakes- low ponytail with hat 
Harlequin dolls- low ponytail and hat 
Flowers- low bun with pointsetta  
Pas De- low bun 
Sugar Plums- low ponytail and crown 
  
Remember, there is a NO BOBBY PIN rule. 
  
Mice- headpieces will be made at on -ice practice in 
warming room.  All parents are required to make their own. 
 
Snowflakes- headpieces will be made at on ice practice in 
warming room.   All parents are required to make their own. 
 
Spanish- rose barretts will be assembled at on ice practice 
in warming room.  All parents are required to make their 
own. 
 
Flowers- Please pick-up pointsettas at on ice to attach to 
elastic for headpieces.
