Today during off-ice I need to see the clown group together 
to fit costumes.  I also need to see the acrobat group.  
  
Costume coordinators please see me during off-ice for your 
group to get updates and help with fabric etc. Thank you 
  
Please be patient, we are all volunteers.  I am giving out info 
as I am getting it from the directors and choreographers.  We 
have 100 kids in the show and multiple costumes for each 
kid.  The coordinators and I are doing our best to get the info 
to you in a timely manner. 
  
The fabric for Beethoven and Flower drum has arrived.  
Please pay for and pick up fabric. 
  
Today we will continue to collect money from the following 
groups for costume materials.  The groups are Blue birds, 
Carmen, Starlight Express, FanFair, Beethoven, and Flower 
Drum.   Please see Diane Stulman with a check made out to 
CFSC for your materials.   She will have a list for how much 
each part costs.  After you see Diane and get your receipt, 
you then need to take your receipt to your coordinator to 
pick up the fabric.  You can sew your own costume or hire a 
seamstress.  All costumes must be made to match the 
prototypes and are the only approved costumes. Costumes 
that are NOT approved will NOT be allowed on the ice. 
Please take pictures of the costume so that you have every 
detail for your seamstress.  You are responsible for getting 
the details to your seamstress, so please forward your 
seamstress the email updates pertaining costume design 
changes etc. The pattern numbers for the costumes are 
listed below.  I will add more as I get them.  Some costumes 
require pieces of a pattern to be traced that has been hand-
made.  Please bring tracing paper to off-ice to copy them.
