FROM THE PRESIDENT

Dear Skaters and Families: 
 

Be warned, I am writing this 5 days after 

Sunday club ice and having been out of town on business all 
week so everything seems, shall we say, like eons ago and a bit 
fuzzy! :) 
  

Here is what I do know.  We hit the mark where we are more 
than halfway there from our show perspective! Our 
expectations start to increase and we want to see progress!  
Everyone measures progress by their own ruler and I want to 
assure you we are making progress when it comes to show!  It is 
true that some might be making more progress than others and 
in response to that you will see the shifts in the off ice and on 
ice schedules to ensure that our groups are getting enough 
time.  We do still have plenty of time and this weekend we have 
groups practicing on Saturday (thanks to all of you for 
accommodating!) and of course Sunday.   
  

How can you as a parent help?  Well for one, bring your child 
and be on time.  Almost as important as attendance is that your 
skater is Well Rested, Well Fed and Well Hydrated.  Some of the 
practices are long, and back to back for scheduling purposes 
and we need the kids to be able to maintain focus and pay 
attention and water, food and sleep play a big part in it.  A 
parent in Oliver made copies of the music for everyone, so for 
that group, please practice the words to the songs and 
choreography too.  Practicing on your own time either alone or 
with a friend is always a good idea.  Let me know if you wish to 
volunteer to make copies of music for your group and I will 
bring a separate cut.   
  

Where else are we making progress? Virtually everywhere!  
Costumes, Scenery, Props, Publicity, Hospitality, Tickets.  Can 
we do more? Of course! Here are some ideas:  
  

1) Do you have a costume? Do you already come to group 
lessons?  COME IN YOUR COSTUME.  Everyone is welcome to 
and it is a great way to advertise show to your classmates.  This 
week is the change of sessions so there is a lot of opportunity.  I 
know BLUEBIRDS have their costumes, how incredibly adorable 
if all of you could come together and show off your stuff.   
2) BUY/SELL twelve tickets to your family, friends, neighbors, 
church parishioners etc.....  
3) DISTRIBUTE flyers to schools (see Sandy Ellis)  
4) Advertise, Publicize and don't forget your own tickets.  

 

5) Coordinate and Cooperate with your costume coordinators.  
Remember they are volunteers and are often the messengers! 
6) Pitch in on Scenery and Props whenever you can.  There is 
plenty to do.   
7) Applaud our stage crew who are very behind the scenes but so 
essential to the process.  
8) Say THANK YOU to each other  
9) Remember, ALL are volunteers and ALL are doing their very 
best.  With approximately 100 skaters, 50 + volunteers, 250 parts 
and costumes and enough scenery/props to rival a Disney 
production :); this is an ever evolving artistic vision and things can 
and do change.  We strive to communicate but we miss a beat at 
times.  Gently, let us know and we will address issues and 
concerns.  Hopefully we all remain focused on the fact that this is 
a show for our skaters and they are the most important part and 
in the end the rest is all the window dressings.  We must, as 
parents, work together to Make it Happen.  In the end, it will be 
worth it and it will be fun for all.  THANK YOU, THANK YOU for all 
that has been done so far.
